On."Lucky,” the sound is rounded out with talented hands: Eric Hansen with lead vocals and acoustic
guitar; Charlie Dog with eleciric guitar, harmonica, drum sequending, keyboards and vocals; Max Lam-
boy with eledric guitar; Tim Vassalotti with string bass and Amelia David with backup vocals.

The album is taking the girwaves by storm, being played en WOR, WSHU; WBIA and our very own
local public broodeasting favorite, WVIA.

He's played numerous solo performances
with dates af Jack Dempsey’s, The Red Lion Inn, The Bitier End, Wolfy's and Macdougal Street Ale House; while being fea-
tured in the Songwriters' Gircle, Song To Song and the Pop Workshop.
